However, 
Desassosego Blues, Time Will Tell, Mishima Zaibatsu, Blue Revolution and Twin Peaks Owls all 
are those three points behind. Dummys and Springfield United are struggling most so far with 
only one point each, while FC Mokum hold the last relegation spot on four points, with weaker 
goal difference than Kremlin.
