In the relegation zone, we find Gamblers United and Ergodic Theorems with 6 points each,
and the Potato People with 3. There are now four points up from Gamblers and Ergodic to Twin
Peaks Owls in the last safe place. Night Owls are now luckiest, while Blue Revolution remain
unluckiest.

Feyenoord are starting to stumble, having their five point lead reduced to two in two rounds.
Car Park Rangers lead the pack, but Sheffield Thursday are just one more point behind, and
Sjokoladen BK and Dead Dino Storage are right behind them too. The relegation zone now consists
of Fjortoft's Friends (11), St. Helens (10) and the Ages (8), with Queen at 12 the closest
potential catch. Even the Ages may still promote, though, as Lexington League is incredibly
even. Car Park Rangers remain luckiest, while Fjortoft's Friends are now unluckiest.
