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1. Introduction

NOTE: Deadline next week is Wednesday, not Friday!!

The experiment from this week by pulling the deadline a few hours earlier really told me what
I needed to know — we don't want to move deadlines around :-) So well, I'm aware of the
situation, and I warn you beforehand - there's going to be spam this time around - when I'm
trying to get moves in on time for Wednesday.
