Parts (16) are likely to follow — although Greensleeves United at 19 are theoretically at risk.
Sjokoladen BK are now luckiest, while Jirs Park Rangers are unluckiest.

G.I.D. have claimed promotion from Kirkwood Showdown with two straight wins, now being at 32
points. Drawmongers FC and Saturday Morning FC are closest with 28 points, while Magical World
at 27 and Coventry at 25 may still claim promotion. AZ have lost the last shred of hope of
survival, as their closest competitors both have 9 points already. Saturday Morning FC are
still unluckiest, and Magical World are still luckiest, remaining the best-performing team of
Kirkwood this season.

Gamblers United remain luckiest, now followed by Kremlin and Sjokoladen BK. Car Park Rangers
remain unluckiest, followed by Famous Battles and the Ages.

The home advantage is still 9 VP. In the next issue, rounds 21 and 22 will be played. In
addition, the Rosedale Knockout final will take place.
